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1 INTRODUCTION

1.4 Volunteer organisation

This club is a volunteer run organisation and s&wiare provided by volunteers with
the exception of the instructor of organised lgargail classes. The club relies on
members volunteering on a roster basis for tasiading safety boats, the canteen and
to assist at regattas and other functions hostéll86y. Routine sailing day tasks are
organised by the Officer of the Day (OOD) with atmnce from members.

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4 SAILING PROGRAM

4.1 Sailing program

The sailing program runs on Sundays during thesdason from March to October.
There are breaks for school holidays and othecwesvents. A Schools Team Sailing
competition runs at the beginning of the seasaor poi Easter holidays.

Races times are dependant on the tides and noromatiynence at 1.00pm with some
races commencing in the morning. Race formats mewyde buoy races, back to back
races, sprints and marathons. Race lengths vagndepy on weather conditions but
are normally a minimum of 1 hour. The 2009 RacegRmm is attached and on the

4.2 Officer of the Day

On race days a committee member or experiencedhoubber is Officer of the Day
(OOD). Race format for championships and club gewll be decided by the Officer
of the Day depending on weather conditions andnteler availability. The OOD is the
contact officer for that race day for any issueguries that arise. Their role is to
ensure that safety boats and canteen/radio areedadiscuss race format with the
Principal Race Officer (PRO), carry out briefingsare hirers of club boats follow
maintenance and rigging procedures and organisefesaly tasks with assistance from
club members. The Officer of the day check lisattached and on the website
(Appendix D)

4.3 Club volunteer roster

To enable the sailing program to run successfaigmbers are asked to volunteer to
man the safety boats and the canteen. This isresfjthiroughout the season during club
racing days, regattas and events hosted by TSCreBpensibility for these tasks is to
be spread among all members and not left to a few.

All sailors are asked to man safety boats duriegsason and they can claim points for
that race. A copy of the TSC Start Boat ProcednckRace Signals is kept in the start
boat (Appendix E and Appendix F)

There is an outline of canteen duties at the cantee

The committee maintains a roster for safety boatsthe canteen which is circulated to
members and also posted at the clubhouse. An eramhthe roster from August 2008
is attached (Appendix G). If you are unable to cameour rostered day you are
required to find a replacement. If this is impobsiiiease let the Roster Coordinator
know as soon as possible (Appendix A).
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4.4 Safety boat crew and points

A Principal Race Officer (PRO) is required everga@ay. A member manning the
safety boat may also be the OOD for that day. dtiequirement that the club has a
minimum of two safety boats on the water duringn@cA minimum of four people are
required to man safety boats every race day, twedoh boat.

The PRO and crew man one safety boat which istreand finish boat and one safety
boat carries the buoys and lays the course. Badtshmdertake rescue duties as
necessary.

Where a boat is unable to compete in a Champiorshijpjub heat due to the skipper or
crew personally fulfilling his obligations to theST safety boat roster, his boat will be
awarded 1.5 points, providirthe skipper or crew writes his name and “safeigtbo
crew” by his boats name on the sign on sheet farrdce. Refer TSC Sailing
Instructions (Appendix C)

4.5 Sailing Instructions

Every year TSC issues Sailing Instructions fordbason including rules, scoring and
disclaimer of liability. The season’s races willdgp@verned by the ‘rules’ as defined in
the current edition of the YA Racing Rules of SgjliThe 2009 Sailing Instructions are
attached and on the website (Appendix C). It isstitor's responsibility to advise the
PRO and record on the sign on sheet any changg an sails to the current boat prior
to the start of the race.

4.6 Use of clubhouse, bar and equipment

Bar facilities at the club are provided for the o$enembers and guests. However,
everyone is expected to comply with the requesthaficencee or bar staff who will
abide by the responsible service of alcohol requenats. The licenced area extends to
the cement area surrounding the club house onbohal must not be consumed
beyond this point.

Sailors in wet clothes are to use the downstaiosvelhs and toilets. Club boats, sails and
gear should be rinsed off before returning to tblouse. All club equipment is to be
returned to the clubhouse after sailing days. $dfeat refuelling is to be undertaken in
consultation with the Captain, Kevin Jones. Salbeigts are to be washed down and
motors flushed at the end of each sailing dRefer to safety boat information folder in
the clubhouse and on each safety boat re operatidmaintenance of safety boats.

the clubhouse are held by committee members amtiats members. It is the OOD
responsibility to ensure the clubhouse is lockexisdy after sailing.

The club has a presentation night at the end of¢lason. Perpetual trophies are
presented for club champions in each fleet. Otheep for each fleet may depend on
the size of the fleet and other circumstanceseBesented at the end of the season
are at the committee’s discretion.

6 SAFETY ISSUES

6.1 Sign on and off sheets

It is a requirement that every sailor signs on tetbe start of the first race that day and
signs off after the last race for that day. Ref@®2 Sailing Instructions. This is a safety
issue and penalties will be applied to sailors wbaot comply An example of a sign
on sheet from the 2008 season is attached (Appét)dix

6.2 Sailing but not racing

If a member is sailing but not racing it is stiltequirement that they sign on and off.
This is irrespective of sailing in a club boat quravate boat. If not racing enter X in ‘X
not racing’ column on the sign on sheet (Appendjx H

6.3 Personal safety gear

Life jackets_ musbe worn by all sailors and the life jacket musthe Australian
standard and suitable for the sailor’'s body weilytdrine stingers are a risk in tropical
waters at all times and particularly during the tve@ason from November to May.
Wrist to ankle stinger protection must be worn byabot sailors. Stinger protection is
at the discretion of adult sailors.

6.4 Club safety gear

The club has a selection of life jackets and stimgetection available for use by
members and Learn to Sail classes. This gear neushsed off and hung to dry in the
clubhouse after use.

6.5 Risk awareness and child safety
The Club has a Child Safety Policy that compliethwurrent legislation. There is a
formal policy document available for inspectiortle office.

What is more important is that adult members keepye on all children to ensure they

do not end up in harm's way. By that we mean wloenwalk across the boat park,
keep an eye on youth rigging boats to ensure theepat doing so in a way likely to
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cause injury especially when they are raising waeiling masts or tipping boats over
sideways. Stop and give them a hand for a few mén&emind them to check shackle
pins and ensure they have all safety equipment.

On the water, keep an eye on youth to ensure tleega in difficulty. If they are, stop
and check on them and/or bring them to the atterdfdhe safety boats. Remember
Fundamental Rule 1.1 of the Racing Rules of Sadmmpels you tdgive all possible

help to any person or vessel in danger."”

6.6 First Aid

Irukandji Syndrome may take up to 40 minutes toeapg@fter the sting so it is
important to monitor someone for 45 minutes infa &&cation out of the water after
tropical jellyfish sting. All tropical jellyfish stgs should be doused with vinegar.

There is a fire evacuation plan at the clubhousehmust be followed in an
emergency. Both gates to the stairs must be open wie club is in use. Fire
extinguishers are located in the clubhouse

7 MEMBERS BOAT HIRE

7.1 Members boat hire

Club boats are available for members hire only. Gl currently has sabots, nippa,
laser, pacer and 125 for hire. Members hiring bozdy be on the water onlyhen a
safety boat is also on the water. If unfamiliarhwitgging the boat, hirers are to ask the
OOD for assistance.

Boats should always be rigged on a cradle and taikeéhe beach on a trolley. Boats
should never be dragged or left to sit on the santhis can damage the hull.

Boats, rigging and sails must be rinsed after usiepait away in the clubhouse.
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7.2 Boat hire procedure and fees

5. If the hirer notifies the club that the bookinghs longer required a minimum of
one hour prior to the official race start timegéund will be given.

7.4 Use of club boats on non sailing days.

The club boats are available on a limited basimémbers on non sailing days but only
with prior approval of a committee member. Thisrapgl will not be given unless

adequate safety measures have been arranged;

boat hire has or will be paid;

the activity is directly for advanced coaching rperienced members; or

the promotion of club aims and activities and istimvolves sailing by
inexperienced persons then the member will ensuexperienced sailor known
to them is in each boat at all times

the equipment is washed down and put away propedyany damage repaired
within 72 hours.
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8 LEARN TO SAIL CLASSES AND COACHING

8.1 Children learn to sail

Children’s Learn to Sail (LTS) classes are heldreeveral weeks, normally 12 weeks,
with a qualified instructor. Children learn the tzasof sailing during lighter winds on
Sunday mornings in club sabots. When completed @éineyncouraged to continue into
intermediate classes on race days and where apgpurchase their own boat.

Fees for children’s Learn to Sail are to be advise@009 and will include one year’s
membership of TSC.

8.2 Adult learn to sail
Adult Learn to Sail classes are currently underaw\pending availability of a qualified
instructor.

8.3 Coaching

Adult coaching is provided by an experienced climber when possible. A fee is
charged to cover costs associated with coachingafety boat fuel. The rubber duck is
available to a licenced driver for coaching outdidarn to sail lessons at a fee of $5.00
per head for participating sailors. A book is haidhe clubhouse for ‘coaches’ to record
who participated and fees that were paid. The foowhadult coaching depends on
interest and the availability of coaches.

9 CLUBHOUSE HIRE

9.1  Clubhouse hire

The clubhouse may be hired for meetings and samielil social functions by club
members and others. There are strict conditiorsrdéng the service of alcohol, noise
levels, hours of hire and the type of activity whimay take place on club property.

9.2 Licensing laws

The bar can be used by guests at functions heleeatiub. However, guests must
comply with the liquor licencing regulations inclagd the responsible service of
alcohol, and not drinking outside the licenced doeacrete path around the
clubhouse).

Eligible boats may enter by completing registratiath the TSC as the organising

authority. Visiting boats will be allowed to entéree regular season races before

being required to register and be helmed and crdyeld5C members.

2 Notices to Competitors

Notices to competitors will be posted on the offidioard located at the TSC or given

at the pre-race briefing.

3 Changes to the Sailing Instructions

Changes in the Sailing Instructions will be notifieither by notice on the official

board, or orally by fleet captains or at the preerbariefing. Failure to attend the

briefing will not be cause for redress.

4 Signals made ashore.

Signals made ashore will be displayed at the T&@gpfble.

5 Schedule of Races

Races are scheduled as published by separate pnogra

6 Class Flags

Class flags will be the logo appearing on the chaassail of one class in that fleet

except that two or more mixed classes will usdltdgeallocated by the PRO

7 Racing Area

The race area will be offshore from The Strand\Afest of Townsville Harbour.

8 Courses

The courses will be of various configurations. Geudiagrams will be advised at the

pre-race briefing.

9 Marks

Except for special or distance events, marks vellddd marker buoys.

10 The Start

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11 Change of position of the next mark

To change the position of the next mark, the raremittee will move the original

mark (or the finishing line) to a new position. efthange will be signalled before the

leading boat has begun the leg, although the maskmot yet be in position. Any mark

to be rounded after rounding the moved mark maneleeated without further

signalling to maintain the course configuration.

The finish line will be between the blue flag oe finishing boat and the adjacent

finishing mark.

13 Penalty System

For all classes, Rule 44.2 is changed so that tteeT@rn Penalty shall apply to any

breach of part 2 of RRS.

14  Time Limit

The time limit will be three hours for any standauby course. Boats failing to finish

within the time limit will score Did Not Finish.

15 Protests and Requests for Redress

Protest forms are available at the TSC office.téats shall be delivered there within

the protest time limit, which is 90 minutes aftee fast boat has finished the last race of

the day for that class. Notice of the time, date place of the protest hearing will be
posted or delivered to those named as partiestoegses to a protest.

16 Scoring

16.2 Championship series score will be the total ofhatht scores with 1 drop after 5
races, 2 drops after 10 races and 3 drops afteack®

16.3 An overall Club Champion for each fleet will be elehined using all the Club
Racing heats without drops, added to the boat'sr(p@nship series score.

16.4 Championship and Club Racing points will be awartted boat only irrespective
of skipper or crew. If a boat owner replaces at lohaing the season the points
earned in the previous boat will not be carriedvemd. However, if a skipper
believes special circumstances exist with resetité change of boat the skipper
may apply to the sailing committee for special disgation provided the
application is made in writing before the changéadt occurs.

16.5 The handicapper's decision as to a boat's handiitipe final.

16.6 Where a boat is unable to compete in a Championshiglub heat due to the
skipper or crew personally fulfilling his obligatie to the TSC safety boat roster,
his boat will be awarded 1.5 points, providithg skipper or crew writes his name
and “safety boat crew” by his boats name on the sigsheet for that race.

16.7 Did not start (DNS) shall be scored for a boat Whaoes not start the race
providing the skipper has signed on and off and has paidnation fees for that
race. Otherwise that boat shall be scored did owtecto the starting area (DNC).
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17 Sign On & Sign Off

All boats from all fleets must complete sign onuiegments before the start of the first
race for that day and sign off after the last faceeach day within one hour of the
finish time. Failure to do so may result in a segrpenalty. A boat that retires from a
race or does not intend to compete in a secondbsesjuent race that day shall notify
the race committee as soon as possible eitherllyedvan the sign off sheet.

18 Disclaimer of Liability

Competitors patrticipate in all TSC events entilyheir own risk. See RRS Rule 4
Decision to Race. The TSC will not accept anyiligbfor material damage or personal
injury or death sustained in conjunction with aopto, during, or after a TSC event.

19 Insurance

Each participating boat shall be insured with vétidd-party liability insurance with
minimum cover of five million dollars per eventtiie equivalent.

20 Additional Sailing Instructions

Certain special events including distance or passaces may require additional sailing
instructions, which will be published prior to theent.

21 Prizes

Prizes for one off races and minor prizes for sehnieats may be presented at the
conclusion of that day's sailing.

22 Membership

Competitors are reminded that rule 46 of the RaBlalgs of Sailing 2009 -2012 as
adopted by Yachting Australia requires that thesperdesignated as in charge of a boat
must be a member of a club affiliated with Yachthagstralia and must ensure that any
crew member who sails more thiimee races in any one season must also be a member
of an affiliated club.
